3. Colombo Provincial School

Sri Lanka Institute of Tourism and Hotel Management (SLITHM) formerly known as the Ceylon Hotel
School was established by a Parliament Act in 1966 to train youth in tourism and was managed by the
Ceylon Tourist Board. It was initially located at Park Street, Colombo. It was then relocated to Palm
Beach Hotel in Mount Lavinia in 1980 and Nawala in 1994. The conversion of the Ceylon Hotel School
into the Sri Lanka Institute of Tourism and Hotel Management was carried out under No 38 of the
2005 Tourism Act. Currently, the Colombo school offers many courses to match the industry
demand. The Craft, Certificate, Intermediate, and Advanced level, Management Diploma, National
Tourist Guide and Chauffeur Tourist Guide courses are the major ones offered on a regular basis.
Besides, it also conducts short-term training programmes for a wide variety of clients. Colombo
School of the Sri Lanka Institute of Tourism and Hotel Management commenced its operation at
No.78, Galle Road, Colombo 03 on 15th August 2000 and continues to date.

11 Reporting Entity

Sri Lanka Institute of Tourism & Hotel Management (SLITHM) is a body corporate
established under the Tourism Act No 38 of 2005.

1.2.3 Going Concern

The Management of SLITHM has assessed its ability to continue as a going concern
and is satisfied that it has the resources to continue business for the foreseeable
future.

1.3 Inventory / Stocks

Inventories shall be measured at the lower of cost or net realizable value as per SLPSAS
09. SLITHM is using the FIFO method for the valuation of stocks.

14 Property, Plant and Equipment and Intangible Assets

SLITHM reviews the residual value of useful lives and methods of depreciation of
Property, Plant and Equipment and intangible assets at each reporting date.
Management's judgment is exercised in estimating values and rates by considering the
guidelines provided under SLPSAS 07.

Depreciation has been provided based on cost or revaluation of the assets on the
straight-line method over the useful lives of each part of an item of Property, Plant and
Equipment considering the pattern of consumption of future economic benefits.

1.5 Revenue Recognition

Revenue in SLITHM is recognized as per the guidelines set in SLPSAS 10. The primary
operational revenue is recognized when the following criteria are met.

* When a student completes the relevant course within a financial year, the income is
recognized in the income statement for the applicable period. Any unpaid course fee
is identified as receivable in the statement of financial position.

* When a course duration liaises in two or more financial years, revenue is recognized
based on the months scheduled in the relevant financial year.

* Students who have not completed the relevant course are considered dropout
students with confirmation from the appropriate principal/ lecturer in charge. Only
the fee paid by the dropout students in the period is recognized as income in the
applicable period.

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1.6 Employee Benefit Obligation

Provision made in the accounts for retiring gratuity payable under the Payment of
Gratuity Act No. 12 of 1983 for the employees from the year of employment. The
computations are made based on the following,

* An employee will be considered for gratuity provision once completing one year's
service.

* When an employee is not in active service at the last date of the financial year, the
relevant employee is not considered for the gratuity provision.

* Suppose an employee left the organisation before the completion of five years, and in
that case, the relevant provision made on behalf of that employee is adjusted against
the gratuity provision of the relevant year.

6.1 Qualified Opinion

The audit of the financial statements of the Sri Lanka Institute of Tourism and Hotel Management
(“Institute”) for the year ended 31 December 2022 comprising the statement of financial position as at
31 December 2022 and the statement of financial performance, statement of changes in equity and cash
flow statement for the year then ended, and notes to the financial statements, including a summary of
significant accounting policies, was carried out under my direction in pursuance of provisions in Article
154(1) of the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka read in conjunction with
provisions of the National Audit Act No. 19 of 2018 and Finance Act No. 38 of 1971. My report to
Parliament in pursuance of provisions in Article 154 (6) of the Constitution will be tabled in due course.

In my opinion, except for the effects of the matters described in the basis for Qualified Opinion section
of my report, the accompanying financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial position
of the Institute as at 31 December 2022, and of its financial performance and its cash flows for the year
then ended in accordance with Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standards.

6.2 Basis for Quallfled Opinion e

6.2.1 Non-compliance with Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard s T ——————

As per paragraphs no.13 & 26 of Sri Lanka Public Sector Accounting Standard No.07, a reasonable
value had not been assessed and accounted on two lands at Colombo and Anuradhapura which is
being utilized by the Institute to date. Further, neither action had been taken to transfer the
ownership of those lands under the name of the Institute nor disclosure had not been made
regarding the above lands in the financial statements for the year under review.

6.2.2 Accounting Deficiencies y—

The following observations are made.

a) Actions had not been taken to reconcile the physically verified inventory as at 31 December
2022 amounting to Rs.3,940,298 which was shown in the financial statements 2022 with the
balances of inventory record and identify the variances.

b) The cost of 238 number of inventory items had not been recognized at physical stock
verification as at 31 December 2022. Thereon current assets of the institute had been
understated.

c) Although. a rent income receivable amounting to Rs.3,192,000 from Tourist Police Unit in 2014
had been recognised as income and shown under debtors receivables, there was an
uncertainty of the recoverability of this amount. However, the impairment value for that had
not been calculated and shown in the financial statements. Further, no rent had charged and
invoiced from the year 2015 to date though they are utilizing the premises. Thereon, a total
rent income of Rs.25,536,000 had been lost by the Institute as at the end of the year under
review.

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6.2.3 Un-reconciled Accounts or Records

A )\

a) The trade debtor balances amounting to Rs.4,004,519 & Rs.5,528,842 receivable from Sri Lanka
Tourism Development Authority and Sri Lanka Tourism Promotion Bureau respectively had
not been reconciled with those institutions and differences were observed in the same
amount.

The following observations are made.

b) The receivable balance from Sri Lanka Tourism Development Authority (SLTDA) as per the
financial statements for the year under review of the Institute was Rs.5,396,778 and it was
Rs.6,512,810 as per SLTDA accounts. Thereon, a difference of Rs.1,116,032 was observed.

c¢) There was no amount payable to SLTDA as per the financial statements of the Institute for the
year under review. However, it was observed a receivable balance of Rs.9,023,930 from the
Institute, as per the financial statements of Sri Lanka Tourism Development Authority
(SLTDA).

d) Accrued expenses as at the end of year under review was Rs.35,013,397 as per financial
statements of the Institute. As per the schedule provided to audit it was an amount of
Rs.34,003,642. Thereon, a difference of Rs.1,009,755 was observed.

I conducted my audit in accordance with Sri Lanka Auditing Standards (SLAuSs). My
responsibilities, under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the
Audit of the financial Statements section of my report. I believe that the audit evidence I have
obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for my opinion.

I 6.3 Other information included in the Institute’s 2022 Annual Report ———————

The other information comprises the information included in the Institute’s 2022 Annual Report but
does not include the financial statements and my auditor’s report thereon, which I have obtained prior
to the date of this auditor’s report. Management is responsible for the other information.

My opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information and I do not express any
form of assurance conclusion thereon.

In connection with my audit of the financial statements, my responsibility is to read the other
information identified above and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially
inconsistent with the financial statements or my knowledge obtained in the audit or otherwise appears
to be materially misstated.

If based on the work I have performed on the other information that I have obtained prior to the date
of this auditor’s report, I conclude that there is a material misstatement of this other information, I am
required to report that fact. I have nothing to report in this regard.

3. Other Matters

a) An inventory management system had not been introduced to maintain the internal control
system of inventories to date and thereon no inventory controls levels had been maintained by
the institute.

b) Afood festival parreral to the World Tourism Day 2022 had been organized and conducted by
the institute on 27 September 2022 without proper cost-benefit analysis as an emergency
programme.

c) A storekeeper had not been appointed and engaged in stores of the Institute for a long period.
Instead, temporary supervising officers had been engaged in several time periods. Further, it
was observed in audit that two office aid assistants had been engaged in stores with all records
under their custody, including stock ledger which should be maintained in finance section.

e) Recovery of debtors was very slow that is 3 percent from total debtors during the year 2022
and action had not been taken to recover the dues in an efficient & effective manner. An amount
of Rs.12 million had been overdue for more than 08 years.

f) Actions had not been taken to settle the value added tax payable amounting to Rs.1.452.439
which was carried out from prior to the year 2014 even as at the end of the year under review.

Although a sum of Rs.2,262,730 had been incurred to develop an information system in 2014, it
had been given up due to the incompatibility with the requirements of the Institute. No action
had been taken to remove the value from work in progress account even at the end of year
under review.

Actions had not been taken to transfer the ownership of the vehicle valued at Rs.2,200,000
which was received from the Ministry of Economic Affairs in 2011 and is being used by the
Institute even as at the end of the year under review.

An amount of Rs.4,199,160 had been given as sub-imprest in 60 instances instead of obtaining
those goods and services under procurement procedure.

An action had not been taken to introduce a coding system on fixed assets to date. Thereon, it
was not satisfied in audit regarding the internal control system of fixed assets.

The vehicle valued at Rs.860,000 which was handing over from the Sri Lanka Tourism
Development Authority in the year 2009 could not been physically verified in audit as at the
end of year under review.

Action had not been taken to recover the rent income amounting to Rs.330,000 for the year
2018 from Sri Lanka Convention Bureau to date.

Balance confirmations had not been received on the total balance of Rs.145,149,037 in deposits
& other receivables as at the end of year under review.

An investment of Rs.17,365,170 maintained for the purpose of gratuity payment had not been
utilized for that purpose and continued as normal savings account. It was 30 percent from the
total gratuity provision as at the end of the year under review. Further, the above investment
had not been made in fixed deposits or any other risk free investments which could be obtained
a higher interest rather than normal savings account interest.

An amount of Rs.6,268,941 which was incurred on renovation of the library of the Institute had
not been capitalized though it is in the work in progress account more than 03 years.

Bad debts of Rs.1,454,631 had been written off without obtaining prior approval from General
Treasury. Further, it was observed that the provision for doubtful debts should be
reconsidered.
